North Carolina held a poverty simulation weekend. It was an un-

expected realistic experience. When the ladies arrived they were 

allowed to choose three items from their luggage and the rest was 

stored. They were then told they would live as a person in poverty 

for the weekend. Dumpster diving and sleeping unsheltered were 

among the various weekend activities. It was an awaking that 

dramatically altered their past perspectives.  

        This experience was a simulation that just lasted a weekend, but 

being homeless has been a REALITY for over 1,200 men, women 

and children who have called The Lighthouse Shelter  òhomeó 

since our opening in January 2007.   

        The participants shared , òThey came to a new realization of how 

blessed they are and how unaware they were of those blessings. 

God has a tender heart for the homeless. The question is, Do I 

share that tenderness with people in poverty and am I willing to 

be the hands and feet of the Lord? ó  

        I donõt want to experience walking that walk, even for a weekend, 

but I do want to continue helping our neighbors who have.  

        The Lighthouse is blessed with faithful volunteers and contribu-

tors , but it takes a òvillageó to operate 24 hours a day, everyday. 

Join the shelter team and receive that new realization of your 

blessings .
